Batch Processing of Images in Photoshop 7

1. Creating a process to execute on all images.

a. Create a desktop folder called “Before”

b. Create a desktop folder called “After”

c. Open the First Image in the Before folder you want to edit
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e. Click on the ACTIONS tab

f. Click on the NEW button   [image: image2.png]



g. Enter an Action Name and choose the Function Key to start it (e.g. SHIFT-CONTROL-F12 
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h. Click RECORD

i. Do everything you need to with the image (e.g. Sharpen, Contract, SAVE AS in the “after” folder)

j. Click on the STOP button when done  [image: image4.png]



2. Running the ACTION on all images in the folder

a. Click FILE then AUTOMATE then BATCH

b. Choose the ACTION

c. Click on CHOOSE and pick the Source Folder

d. Click on CHOOSE for the destination folder and choose were to save the files

e. Check the box for OVERRIDE ACTION SAVE AS COMMANDS

f. Setup the file name saving formula

i. E.g.  “Document Name” and “EXTENSION” to save the file with the same name as the original.
E.g. “SMALL-“ and “Document Name” and “EXTENSION” to add the prefix “SMALL-“ to the file name of each image.

g. Click OK to Run
